For many years, Karin has used the acronym D-I-E to make the student work analysis process more meaningful: First Describe what you actually see/hear; next Interpret what the student does/does not understand as revealed in the evidence; and finally, Evaluate next steps based on your intended purpose (e.g., examining task quality, developing/refining the rubric, next steps for instruction, etc.).

In this self-facilitated workshop, Karin explains 6 specific purposes for SWA and walks you through how to use her Student Work Analysis protocols to support individual SLO work or locally-facilitated PLCs.
